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Introduction.
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The fine collection of printed and manuscript Sanskrit and [thatan
works made by the late General Raj Sir Amar Smgh of Kashour
amply proves that he had mbherited the taste for the studv of the
ancient culture of India from lus 1llustrious father, Maharay Ranbir
Singh, who was one of the most enlightened among the princes of India
after the time of Akbar.  In the reign of the late Muluriya,  Kashmur
again no&rl attained the punacle of fame which it had reached m the
centuries previous to the Muhammadan occupation, as 4 centre of
Sanskrit learming.  Scholars were mvited from all paits of Indin to
take charge of the schools, libranes, and rescatch mstitutions that
were estublished m Srinagar, Jammu, and other mportant plices. A
thoroughly qualified staff of Pandits and Maulvis was cngaged m the
translation of important Persian and Arabie classics mto the vernacular
and the compilation and publication of authoritative works on Hindu
Law, Ritual, Astrology, Medieme ete. The cxtent of the Maharaja's
mterest i Sansknt 15 revenled by the fact that h~ had a nuhtary
manual prepared with the mtention of replacing the English terms of
command by Sansknt ones.  lven the instructions tegurdimy  the
bringing up of the prmces, lus cluldren, and their dwly tims-table were
1ssued 1 Sanskrit, which merdentally shows that the yvoune Rajus also
had more than a mere passing acquamtance with the ancent language,
It 15 not, therefore, @ matter of surprise that m later lile all ol them
cvineed keen mterest in fostering w knowledge of Sunshrit and the
prepraation of copics of mportant and tare manuscupts  Lhe late
Raja S Ram Smgl's manuseript hbrary consisting of nearly twa
thousand volumes has been trunsferred v foto to the  Raghunath
Temple Library of Jammu, but is not mcluded in S+ Amcl Stem's
Catalogue of that Library.

The Sanskrit library of Raa Sir Amar Smgh, now in the possession
of lus son, General Raju Sir Hansineh,® K. G ILE, K.CoV 0, who
munificence has rendercd the preparation and publication ot tius cata-
logue possible, cansists of 1325 volumes, of which, 274 ure manuscripts
and the rest printed bgoks. The subjects represented are (1) Vedu und
Vedic Iiterature, (2) Smnitt and Dharma Sistra, (3) Purana and Iuhdsa,
(4) Plulosoph} (5) Tantra, (6) Graummar and Lexicography, ( 7) Drlma,

Since this collection was made, many of the works which appear
in manuscript form here and arc briefly noticed in the following para-
graphs have been published outside Kashmur,

Vedic Literature,

The only manuscript work belonging to the Vedic literature is the
Sivasar'lkalpmnantmvivritti. It is written on birch bark and is a
brief commentary on the well-known Sivasikta which is familiar to every
Brahman who performs his daily Sandhya-vandana.

Smriti and Dharmasastra,

Among the manuscript works on the subject of Smriti and
Dharmasistra are (1) Apardditya’s commentary on Yadavalkya, (2)
Ranaviravrataratndkara, which 1s a large treatise on the absejvance of
ceremonial fasts by the Hindus, compiled under the auspices of the
late Maharaja Ranbir Singh, (3) the Nirnayamnita by Gopindrayana, (4)
the Vishnusmriti and (5) the Manusmriti,  The Iast three are written
on birch bark, 1h: Ranaviravrataratngkara docs not appear to have
been published up to this time. An important and probably unpublished
work which needs special menuon 1s (6) the Mahdrnavanibandha, Iis
alternative title 1s the Karmavipaka, It appears to have been wniten
during the reign of king Mindhatiy, son of king Madana.  The locahty
of whuch Mandhitrr and Madana were kigs 15 not traceable. (7) Lhe
Dvidasinirnaya 13 a small birch bark wark on the astrological methods
of ascertaining the exact duration of the ekddusi fast.

Purana and Itihasa.

In this section the only important manuscripts are :—(1) Hari-
vamsasangraha (on birch bark), (2) the Bhagavata Purina and (3)
Tulsidasa’s Hindi Ramayana.  The latter 1s said to have been copied
specially for the study of Maharaja Ranbir Singh. There 15 also (4)

Philosophy.

Another manuscript which the late Maharaja had got copied
for his own personal study is the very handsomely bound series of
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twenty volumes of the Yoga Vasshiha, with translations in  the

vernacular.

Under this heading may be noted the great commentary on the
Yogu Sutras by Patafijali. It 1s wnitten on birch bark.

An unpublished work on Swva Darsana 15 the Tivarapratvabluy-
favivritti, A shorter commentary on thz same work by the same
author 1s known as the Isvarapratyabhyidvimarshini which has been
published.

Threc manuscript copics of the Bhagavadgitd may be mentioned
on account of their beautiful calhgraphy and coloured illustrations.
Other ¥grks deserving notice arc the Yogavisishthasara i Hindi
Ramahndada, and Ramasitd.  The latter two works are frequently used
for reading aud reference by orthodox Hindus who are versed in the
Vedantic Philosophy.

There 1s & birch bwk manuscript copy of the Sanklyavivritti of
Vigraharajabhatta,

Pavanaviyayu and Stvasaryodaya are two works on I'rinayoga,

Grammar and Lexicography.

The most 1otable manuseripts on Grammar are (1) Katanualighu-
vitt and (2) Balabodni.  The latter is witten on irch hatk.  DBoth
of these are unpublished and were, until the Kashmir Parusdlas came
under the acgis of the Punjab Crversity, the cliel grammatical teats
books of the Sanskritists of Kashmir.  he fust work 15 a commentary
by Chhuchchhukabhatta on Sarmavarman's Kalpasiatras and the <zeond
18 further claboration of the same by Jagaddhara Bhatta. All of these
wnitcrs were Kashmirians.

Subdarapavalt with tianslation ' Hindr and Sarasvata Vi akarand
arc two other manuscripts on the subject of Grammar. The fust denls
with the declension of nouns. The sccond 15 a treatis: on Gramnal
generally, but 1s incomplete. Its author 1s Anubhatisvarups, of whom
nothng 1s known.

Drama, Poetry aud Poeties.

Under this Liead the most interesting work is  the birch bark manue
script commentary of Vallabhadeva on Swsupdlavadha,  This Vallubha-
deva was a Kashmirian. The commentary 1s not yet published.

The ouly work on Drama which need be mentioned is the Hasyari
nava, a humorous play by Jagadisvara,
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-A ffiarkible work which may be noted here, though it does not
properly belong to this section, is the Bhaktirasimritasindhu. It des-
cribes the different sentiments of love, devotion, mercy etc., as illustra-
ted by the life of Sri Krishna. This work which 1s probably unpublished,
has been copied from the original manuscript now preserved in the
Raghunath Temple Library. The original is dated 1463, Vikrama Samvat,
The author is unknown.

Astrology.

The Akhetakaprashna 1s a curious work on Astrology and des-
cribes methods of finding out the proper time for setting out on hunting
cypeditions ete.  The origmal Sanskrit is accompanied by a Hmndi
translation, ’

The Meghumdld 1s an Astiologico-meteorological work stating the
planetary combimations under wlich ramfall may be expected and what
the consequences of such aund smulur combiations will be to the
people und the world at large.  Its uuthor 1s Megharija.

Ihe Ranaviraviaya 15 a work compiled by Visvesvara, the court
ustrologer of Maharaja Ranbir Singh. It describzs fiom an astrological
pomt of view the favourable times on which a king may set out on
nulitary campaigns m order to be surc of victory.

The Lilavati of Bhaskarichdiyu 1s & manual of Arthmetic and forms
patt of the Siddhanta Siromant. It has been published.

Ritual.

The only matiuscript belonging to this clags is the Sraddhakandi, 4
srtiall manual of sraddha rites as performed 1 Kashmur.

SUMMARIES OF IMPORTANT MANUSCRIPTS

TANTRA.

The Tantras hke the Vedas are regarded by the orthodox as
revelations.  Thoy fll into five clusses :—(1) Bhairava, in which the
deity of worship 1s Sva inany of lus forms; (2) Sikta in which the
Devi Parvati, porsonificd as Sukti or Power in any of hsr aspects, is
the subject of worship ; (3) Vaishnava, m which Vishnu or any of s
mearnations 1s the deity of worship ; (4) Saura in which Sarya, the
Sun-God 15 the object of worship ; and (5) Ganapatya, m which Gancsa
Is the presuding detty. .

I. Gandharva Tantra.
The Gandharva Lantras o Sakta Tantra, as the deity whoste
wotship 1t enjomns 15 Tripurasundari, the goddess who 1s the “ Beauy
of the three worlds.”

The royal suge Visv@nutra witnessing the cxtraordinary  psychic
powere of lus Lialuman rval Vasishtha  approached the  great rish
Dattitieya and expressed lus dissatisfaction at the fruitlessness of lus
austenities, costly sacrfices and - gifts, and recitation of elaborate
mantras.  The latter n order to remove Ius distress undertook to
mutiate hin mto the mystetious lore of Srividyd, winch, he said, had
been commumcutcgl to hun by Nundikesvara, who had heard it m a
dialogue between Siva and Parvati.

The term Siividya 1s used to describe both the famous fiftcen-
syllabled mantia  ( puiichadasi ) and the sixteen syllabled manira
( <hodasi ). By contemplation on the mantra m the prescribed way
the devotee (sidhaka) 1s smd to be able to sccure the cnjoyments
(bhoga) of both tlus world and heaven, as well as salvation ( moksha ).
There are two principal ways of updsand : bahya (outer ) and antah
(ner). Lhe bahya updsand 1s performed in the usual way with physical
materials such as flowers etc, Its chief distinguishing feature is the pre-
paration of a yantra—the well-known Sri-chakra, a diagram composed
of mterlaced triangles whosc number 1s forty-three. This is also
called the apard-paja ( not-transcendental worship ) as distinguished
fiom the »ntah (inner) or pard (transcendental worship).  The latter 13
purely Kundalini yoga, a wonderful system of physico-psychic culture
by which the aspirant attams t3datmya (that-saimc-ness) or aikibhava
(oneness) with his ishtadevatd, the deity of his meditations, who 1t

Thus Tantra like the foregoing ones owes its orgm to Sna. the
Devi asks how m the Kali-killa (the present Dark Age) it 15 possible to
perform the worship of 'l'nnur:‘x when gold, precious stones, and other
materials with which alone such worship could be conducted are
s0 scarce and costly. Siva m addition to describing the different
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methods of chemical or, morc correctly speaking, alchemical transforma-
tions of quick-silver for the purposcs of utilising it in the transmutation
of metals, describes & number of peculiar ntes regarding the consecr:.-
tion of wine and the production of male offspring, speaks m praisc o
ceremonial wine-drinking in a skull, and reveals the methods of the
preparation of a Slva-hngu from quick-silver ctc.

The signification of the name Matrikabhedatantra scems to be
doubtful. It may cither be resolved into Matrikd-bhedn or Matrka
abheda. In thc’ first case the term may mean the “lantra devoted to the
Great Mother (Sakti Tripurasundari) from whom all varieties (bheda)
of suktis (forces) arc derived.”  The second meaning 1s that the Tantra 1
devoted to the worslup of Sukt-Matrikd mto whom all other Saktis arc
indissolubly (abhedenn) absorbed. The dety  whose worship 15
enjomed m the antra 1s Triparasundari.

4. Uddamaresvara Tantra,

Tlus Tantra 15 & purely sceulur text.  No mention 1s anywhere
made regarding the means of salvation or attainment of divine jovs,
‘Th whole of 1t ¢+ exclusively devoted to the preparation of drugs and
the aeredse o the mantric powers for ucquiring the good thing- of hie,
such as freedom from various discases, preserving the foctus of a pre-
gant woman, counteracting the mjurious effects of snake hite, bring-
mg under control of goblins, witches, and other preternatural bamgs ;
also for the acquisition of magie sindals, the power of making onesell
misible, and of extemporisig  verses, cte. Magical methods  of killing
one's cnemues, causing madness, blindness, unconsciousness. cte, ure
also described. .

In the colophon this Tantrais described us forming part of the
Rudrayamalatantia.

5. Kamakhya Tantra.

This Tantra asserts for itself a divine ongm, but does not contiun
anything very mteresting apart fiom its dedication to the Goddess
Kamakhyd who 1s worshipped i Assam. Kamakhyi 1s a form of Kali.
The text devotes a speeal chapter to the woislrp of the Devi with the
five Ma-haras (sce anie).

6. S'aktisahgama Tantra.

Tlus Targe test 1s full of the scribe’s eriors.  Its special interest lies
in 1its mentioning the two schools of Sahti worship known as the
Kadimata and Hadimaca. The former represents the left hand school,
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in which the chief object of worship is the Goddess Kaili, and wlnch
not only allows but enjoins practices that under ordinary circumstances
would be considered extremely objectionable. Hadmata on the con-
trary represents the right hand school n which the most tianserndental
philosophy and devotion of the Ighest order 1s assocuated with the
worship of the Sakti. The nght hand school docs doubtlzss POsszss AN
claborate ritual, but there 1s nothing mn it which would not hxu  the
ight of day. The same cannot, unfortunately, be sud of the left hand
school. Among the varictics of tlus latter school are mentioned the
Muahdnila Krama, Mah@china Krama, Gandharva Krama, Chlunna-
mastd Krama, Bhairava Krama, Bagaldmukhi Krama, Mahd@raj Krama,
Bhuvanc*vari Krama, Kamald Krama, Dhumdatt Kiama, and Brahma-
mirga Ixrfhh.

The followers of this scct are saud to have the privilege of not
being polluted by Sataka, the cercmonal mpunty on the occisions
of birth and death in ligh caste Hindu houscholds.  Virious hiads of
Yoga, ¢. g, Dhyanasakti yoga, Kilayoga, Balakulpa, Latiyoga, Bralma
voga, Rahasya yoga, etc. arc described.

7. Kramadipika.

In Kramadipik the Iantric worshup of Kuishua Gopila 1= deseribed
in detal.

8. Devirahasya,

Devirahasya forms part of the great Rudrayfmal.  Lantea It 1y
divided nto two parts. The first part deals with the perlonnance of

This small tet describes, as the name indicates, the worship of
Gayatri and belongs to the right-hand path (dakshina marga) of Saku
worship.

$rama.  The worship of Gayatri 1s described m detail.  Not only has
the whole mantra a presiding goddess ( the Gayatri embodied), but
every one of its twenty-four letters has a distinctive colour, a spreal
placc (nydsa) n the body of the Sadhaka (for his acquiring a
mantramaya or spirtual body ), and a special presiding deity.  An
ntercsting feature of Gayatri worship as described m this Tantra is
that it must be prceeded by the pujd of Siva-linga.

Srmd\ arpava 1s o vary impor tant  Lautric work by the sunnyasi
\‘dyaran\'v the pupil of Praguibhdcharya, who was limscll the pupil
of Vishgu Sarma, the pupil of the great Saukamchamyu.
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The author states that he was regent durimg the minonty of Prince
Ambadeva, whose father, Praudhadeva, had diwed before his birth, The
cause of the fz}theg's death is recounted thus. Lakshmana, one of the
14 pupils of Sri Sankardcharaya, was wandering about as an ascetic
when Praudhadeva invited him to lis own capital and accorded him a
princely welcome. A special house with all that was necessary for his
comfort was given to him. Once a number of merchants from foreign
parts presented some costly pieces of cloth to the King, who handed
them over to Lakshmana. The latter taking them to his house, It a
sucrificial firc and burnt them as an offermng to the Devi. The kmg
hearmg of this incident waxed wroth and demanded the return of his
present. Lakshmana prayed to the Devito let him have the fabrics
back. The Devi acceded to his request. Lakshmana, thercupon sent
back to the king lus gift, and wflicting the curse of childlessness on him
because he had demanded back a gift given to a Brahman, left
the place for Dakshind-patha.  The repentant king followed and tried to
appease . The result of lus efforts was that Lukshimanu relented so
far us to say that he would have u son, but would not derive any enjoy-
ment from lum, .nd so the king died when his wife became cncicnte,

After the king's death und duting the mfancy of Prince Ambideva
lus son, Vidyaranya, then probably « houszholder and connected 1
some capuacity with the royal fanuly, became the regent. Durmg his
regency he founded a new city, érI\'ldyénugmi, at u cost of over 12
crores  (coin not mentioned).

When Ambadeva came of uge, Vidyaranya retired und, at the
tequest of the scholurs present m the king's court, began to wnte hus
magnum opus, the Stividyarnava,  His purpose m wrtg it was to
define the respective limits of the Kadimata and Kalimata of the
Tantric ritual so that the practices of the followers of the two systems
might not get mixed up and lead to confusion, and thereby detract from
the siddhis resulting from the updsana. Iu the mtroduction the author
states that the main difference between the Kadimata and the Kalimata
is that the former 1s a system of up@sund, the aim of which 1s the attam-
ment by the Sadhaka of spintual identity with the Devi Madhumuti,
Wwhile the um of the latter 15 the attainment of spitual identity with:
the Devi Malmi.  The four most important and the best known
works of the Kadimata are said to be Tantrardja, Matrikarpava,
Tripurarnava and Yoginthndaya,  An mteresting statement in - the
author's mtroduction 1s that the systems of lantra at present [i. e., 1
the author’s time ] 1n vogue have all been propagated by Sunkara-
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charya. Upto that time, according to the author, the succession of
Gurus was a very lmited one, as no Guru had morc than one pupil. But
Sunkur:’lchﬁryu had fourteen pupils, five of whom weie Blukshus (monks)
and nme, houscholders. These persons were nutiated wto dilerent
mantras and different systems of up@sand; and as they settled m
diffcrent parts of the country, there was natwally some diversity m the
systems of nitual followed m different regions,  Ihe names of the five
Blukshuas were Saitkur: 2, Padmapada, Bodha, Givana and Anandatintha ;
and those of the houscholdels were Sundara, Vishnusnima, Lakshmanag,
Mallikarjuna, Trivikrama, Srldhm, Kapardi, Kesava, and Damodara.
They were put 1 charge of the various marhas, pithas, and upapithas
mstituted by Sunikara.  Vishoudarma s pupil was Pragalbhachiva and
the latter’s Pupil was Vidyaranya, author of the present ticatise.

A very mteresting feature of the [antia 15 the mention of the
presiding Jdeties of the siv centies of the Sushumnd ey are
Navatmesvara, Dvipesvara, Samvartakasvaia, Hamsesvarn, Vineivarg,
and Paramesvara, respectively ( begmiung with the Muladhara ), and
are the sume as those mentioned i the famous Hymn, Saundury.alahari,
aseribed to Suiiharacharya hunsclf.

14. S'ivatinr;ava with Commentary.

The text belongs to what 1s known us the Yuutr Sictra, the
science of magic diagrams which may be worshipped, worn as unnlets,
or launched forth as offensive weupous  Ihe difference hetween the
exercise of psychic powers thiough mantias and yantras 15, that while
a yantra engraved on a thin plate of copper, s.ver or gold, o1 smply
written on a piece of birch bark can be given to the person for whom
divine protection or diie auger 1s mvoked, the mantra cannot be
Imparted except to a regularlv mutiated pupil.  The adept ulone can
use a mantra, The yuutra, though drawn und mvested with magic
power by an adept can be used by aiy oue, who need not neccessurily
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be an mutiate. But the power of the yantra 1s strictly Imtad,  Itis
cfficacious only m the case of the person for or aganst whom it 1s
mtended and for the particular purpose for which it 1s intended.  Thus
a yantra which is capable of 11dding a person of his enemues is power-
less to procure him wealth or offspring, All the consonants in Deva
Nagari alphabet except n and n have numerical values, the two
exceptions nand n bemg counted as zero. The value of conjunct
consonauts 1s determined by their last member.  Vowels are not count-
cd. The mantra which consists of u number of syllubles 1s resolved mto
figurcs winch wrc arranged mto squarcs of four, five or morc—each
accordmg to the convenlence of the arrangement ; but care must be
tahen that the total of the figures i cach row of squares, no matter
whether taken vertically, honzontally or diagonally, is the vame.  The
commentator, Nila Kantha, is specially intcresting when he attempts
to “ dgrimmse " some of the Vedic mantras, thereby trymg to establ-
1ch the contention that 1t 1s not only the Tantric but also the Vedic
mantras that lend themselves to bemg reduced to yantras, aud that,
m other words, the Tantras have their roots i the Vedas.

I'he ongrial work, Sivutﬁnda -, 18 ascribed to Dakshin@mirti, a
sam-divine form of Sva. The commentary has been written by one
Choudhrt Nilu Kantha m the Saka Samvat 1602 (A, D. 1680). It1s
named Antparama, after Anap Singh, the ruler of Bik@ner (?) m whosc
reign it was writtenn. . The genealogy of Auip Singh 1s traced back to

a few gencrations.
15. Ghata Yoga.

This mcomplete teat forms pait of a Juge work known us the
Gheranda Sarhhita.  Unbke the precedmg test 1t does not aspire to
the distinction of u divme origin, but frankly confesscs to being a
compilation hy a sage called Gheranda. It describes some forms of
pranayoga (control of breath), and generally follows the practice laid
down m the Hathayogapradipikd. The system of Yoga described
m this frugmentary text is called Ghatayoga from the 1oot ghat
meamng ‘ to join, nux up,’ because praua, apdna, ndda, bmdu, jihatma
and Puramdatmi act m uwson while the sadhaka 1s engaged in this
yoga. DPossibly also the body m which prana ete. move and have
their being 1s hikened to a ghata (a jar).

16. Bhaktirasamritasindhu,

This is a large devotional work with Kiishna as its hero and deity,

L. Skandhasthiprashna.

Ths work has a cutious listory. In ths prolozur the anthor,
the astrologer Visvesvara (who 1s still hving ) states that Maharaa
Ranbir Simgh's curosity was excited by a foreigner's ( the forciner
was probably a Persian or an \iab )1clatmg to lom the methods of
augury prevalent mlus own countiy . He accordingly had the mam
treatise on the subject brought over to Kashnur, s was translated |
mto Sansknit by Visvesvarr and named Shandh@sthiprashia— He
states that this system of astrology was fist propagated by the famous
physician ‘Lukmﬁn and that he was by s means able o read the
scaicts of tie past, present and futwe. His enomues foume s
kuowledge had lns books torn to shieds and thrown mto @ el
I'he very rough treatment meted out to tha bosks, fu from d.srov-
mg the knowledge they contamed, only seived w pres nvzitina
more permancent form.  The books got dissalved i water whch was
drunk by some sheep.  Henceeforth, the whole speaes of sheep, or
more particularly their shoulder-bones, became the repositories of the
science of augury. The translator hmself scems to be .aware ol the
manifest absurdity of this legend, but consoles himsclf with the rcassi-
ng belief that everything 1s possible through the agencey of Mava

Augury 1s drown from the position and  other conditinns of the
shoulder-tones of the sheep which s suerificed.

2, Kakasastra.

Tlus treatise describes the auguries to be drawn from the move-
ments of crows. It 1s a compilation, the Lrst part compr s “crow
lorc” according to Garga, and the sceond part accordme to Gatama,

3. Svapnachintamani.

Svspnachintamani is a manual on the interpretation of dreums It
has been composcd by Deva, son of Dulabhardjn ) uns arc
classificd nto mme vareties, the last threz only of whicn, those
mspired (1) by the Gods, (2)by th~ dreamer's own previous sine
or (3) by Ius ments, are sud to aiford w clue for umavellme
the mystery of the events to come. Day dreams aie not smtabic tor 1his
kind of investigation. It is further stated that thy dreums of the first
quarter of ths night beap fuwt after an mterval of onz yeur, thosc of
the second after six months, those of the thurd after three mouths,
while those of the last quarter fructify mmmadiately. Lhe means of
warding off the cvils indicated by dreams are also mentioned.
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4. Ranaviravijaya.

Ranaviravijaya is the namc of a compilation by the astrologer
Visvesvara.  The origmals from which its various parts o1 subjects are
drawn are (1) Rajavaya (2) Mukundavijaya (3) q.11;ruparabhfm )
Yuddhajayarnava and (5) Narapatijayacharya. The compiler has also
added a Hmdr commentary to the text. The object of this bulky worl
(consisting of 282 large leaves written on both sides) is to give a detaul-
ed description of the signs and omens wlich ensure the victory of an
army 1 battle, the days on wiich procceding on campaigns m parti-
cular dircctions 1s to be avoided, the vartous methods, empirical and
otherwise, by which the result of a conflict between two persons or
armics can be forctold, and the undertaking of an action 1 accordance
with breathing through one or the other nostril (the time when a
man breathes through the mght nostril bemng considered auspicious for
hard and merciless actions such as war or mnfliction of pumshment,
cte, the time when o man breathes through the left nostril, for othe
works, and the tune when a man breathes through both the nostrils,
altogether inauspicious).  The various methods of taking by storm
ey, or a fortress, built m water or on a mountan, arc also described,
Wavs of u certaming beforchand the weather conditions of 4 cunpugn
arc mentioned.  The qualifications of a  commander-in-cluef urc
narated.  The qualities, methods of manufacturgand cleanmg  and
keeping, of amms m a serviceable condition are described.  Methods ol
aming at flying objeets, and Intting ammals which are heard but not
secn, are stated.  If the king lumself is to take part 1n battle, magical

means for cnsuring his safety are given.
The work concludes with a chapter from the Mahdbhdrata in

praisc of war.
5. Akhetaka Prashna.

The work describes some astrological methods of finding the proper
time of going out on hunting expeditions and of finding good sport,
It s accompued by a Hindi translation and must have been written

In Mahwag Ranbir Smgh's time.

Rasa Kamadhenu,

The Rasakamadhenu is a large compilation on the science of Ayur-
veda as practised in ancient India.  The compiler’s name is Chidamani.
No information concerning him beyond lus name is available fiom the
work. The work is dividad into four parts. Ths first is devoted to the
medical practitioner’s tools and materials ; ths sscond to the collection
of metals and mimerals of which msdicines are to bz made, ths third to
the “kalling” [ that 1s to say, chomcal resolution into a substance which
can be assimilated by th2 human system and producs useful results ] of
quickstlver , and ths fourth to the diagnosts of diseases and prescription
of remedics for tham. The tools are mamly those that are necsssary for
compounding drugs, such as pestle und mortor  pincers, blowing tube
etc. The mwerals are nuca, quicksilver, sulphur, hartal, $ilajatu et
The metals arc gold, siver, copper ete. For medicinal purposes they ar:
reduced to ashes or a hquud form and taken m very mmute doses.
